After the Mayflower begins in the year 1621, as Massasoit, the leading sachem of the Wampanoag of New England, negotiates a treaty with Pilgrim settlers.  The film follows the complex relationship between the native tribe and the new settlers, as the diplomatic gamble transitions over 50 years from success to failure, ultimately resulting in King Philip’s war.  Also known as Metacomet’s Rebellion, the brutal conflict is one that has been largely ignored by the American public and popular historians, though it stands as perhaps the most devastating war in US history.
