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Commencement –Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

Discussion – Cumberland Farms – Determination of Modification of Site Plan to not be Substantial
Discussion – Cumberland Farms – Correspondence, October 1, 2012

Manny Paiva Senior Project Manager explained to the Board that at this site and other sites there is a problem with keeping humidity off the inside glass of the store fronts and in the coolers during extreme humidity.  In order to remedy the situation they would move the condenser units from the roof top and put them on a concrete pad to the right of the building with a row of 6 feet high arborvitae leaving an access area of 30 to 40 inches.  

There was discussion about the intensity of use for this site and the problems with high traffic volume because of the loss of the other store across the street for gas and retail.  Also discussed was that Cumberland Farms has a long term lease across the street and the possibility of them opening up for just gas or allowing another business to open up for gas and retail use.  Also discussed was the possibility of the Wells station reopening.

Attorney Troyer explained that representatives of Cumberland Farms had met with Chairman Ryder and Vice-Chairman McArdle in November on site to discuss issues and felt that they were cooperating.
Chairman Ryder asked Attorney Troyer to speak with Cumberland Farms and suggest they ease the restrictions on the property across the street.    
Member Magauran requested that the determination of the changes in site plan not be voted on tonight and bring to a vote at the next meeting.

Motion made Vice – Chairman McArdle to consider what Cumberland Farms has presented to us as minor change, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

Chairman Ryder explained that they do not know if the vote approved or denied and both votes will be subject to Town Council to decide if it falls under Site Plan Review, which needs four votes or if falls under Special Permit which requires a super majority or five votes and motion would be denied.
Chairman Ryder will draft a letter to Cumberland Farms regarding the issues with the site they would like to address going forward.   Manny Paiva explained that he had a letter of 14 points that were discussed on site at the meeting in November which Attorney Troyer will e-mail to the Planning Office.  It was decided that Doug Troyer and Manny Paiva would attend the Tuesday February 19 meeting at 5:15pm to discuss the issues.
Old/New Business

Discussion 13 Washburn Lane, Bill Washburn
Bill Washburn explained that this was a property that had they discussed at a previous meeting.  He then gave the Board a draft of a proposed ANR plan.  He spoke with his family and they did not want a continuation of the rite of way through the whole property.  He explained that he was still working with the Town and would speak with the Selectman to have them possibly purchase where they may put a 40 foot right of way through. There is only access to the width of one car which is why the Town may want to purchase. 
After discussion it was suggested that Mr. Washburn determine if the lot would be buildable by checking with the Building Department and have Bill Madden, engineer for GAF look at the plan to make sure the road is defined.  Land Court may say the road is not defined when filing and if the Board endorses an ANR may need to make sure there is actually frontage to ensure the lot is buildable.  It was also suggested that he speak with the neighbors to see if there is any objection.
Discussion – SRPEDD Technical Assistance, Master Plan Assistance

After discussion it was decided that the Board Assistant would work with Chairman Ryder to complete the Application for Technical Assistance to help with the Master Plan.  Then submit to the Board at next meeting.
