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Commencement –Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

Cumberland Farms – Review Correspondence 
Doug Troyer of Cumberland Farms introduced Manny Paiva, Rick Boyle Cumberland Farms Regional Manager. Attorney Troyer explained that Cumberland Farms they received letter dated October 1, 2012 from Chairman Ryder regarding issues with the new site of inadequate parking and delivery trucks interfering with traffic flow.  
Manny Paiva presented a plan (as-built dated 5/16/2012) which detailed the e-mail points of February 26, 2013(both on file in planning office).  
Attorney Troyer suggested possibly opening 24 hour to help with delivery congestion.  It was decided to wait to address after going through other options.
After discussion it was decided that the proposed draft plan and items 1-10 on the included e-mail would be addressed with the town consulting engineer.  After getting feedback from consulting engineer the Board would meet again with Cumberland Farms.  They would also need to determine what items will need to go through site plan amendment.  It was also suggested that the Town engineer meet with Cumberland Farms and representatives of the Board.
Public Hearing – Jonathon P. and Amy DiVincenzo, 370 Delano Road, Map 5A Lot 60A c/o Douglas Schneider, Special Permit for a Pier under Sections 2.3.3, 4.2, 7.2, 7.4.5, and 8.5.4
Clerk Kokkins read the public hearing notice into record.

Motion made by Member Magauran to open the public hearing, seconded by Clerk Kokkins.

Dave Davignon of Schneider and Associates introduced Jonathon and Amy DiVincenzo to the board and explained the application (on file in the Planning Office).  
Chairman Ryder asked the public for comments.

Robert Shaw – 389 Delano Road: requested to see the plan.

Chairman Ryder read into record a letter from Richard and Susan Bonnar, 356 Delano Road dated February 15, 2013 (on file in Planning Office).
Jim Soden - expressed concern over there being enough space and the timing of construction to not conflict with the fishing season.  

Mr. Davignon explained that timeline is laid out by Natural Heritage and with this application there are no restrictions on when it will be built.  Length of construction will be one to two months. The site was reviewed by Mike Cormier many times.  Proposed conditions were to have Mike Cormier have an onsite with neighbors and contractors and if moorings need to be moved it would be at expense of the applicant. 
Tom Dexter – expressed concern about the construction barge coming into do the work and traveling over moorings.  He commented that he does not see an issue with moorings when the pier is completed.  
Chairman Ryder asked if it would be agreeable to create condition language for the Special Permit and have the abutters review to make sure there is no issue with construction.   It was decided that Chairman Ryder will meet with the abutters to create language with the abutters and continue the public hearing. 
Motion made by Member Magauran to continue the public hearing to March 18, 2013, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

Pre Submission Hearing, Site Plan Review – Tabor Academy – Addition to Stone Gymnasium, Spring Street c/o Saltonstall Architects
Will Saltonstall approached the Board and introduced Susan Nilsen of CLE Engineering, John Quirk, Head of School and Don Wing, Director of Facilities Tabor Academy.  He then explained the pre submission application to the Board (on file with Planning Board Office).
Member Magauran commented that we can waive some of the waivers they were asking for he but was not sure if the Board legally could ask for them.  

Susan Nilsen explained that there will be an ANR plan to move a lot line to meet the set back and to remove the lot line that would go through the new building.  Susan and Will would work on the storm water runoff.   They agreed to a public hearing and notification of abutters.   

After discussion it was decided that the application would go through site plan review.
Motion made by Member Magauran to approve all the waivers subject to Town Counsel Review, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

Discussion Solar Bylaw
Jennifer Francis presented a slide show (dated 5/3/2013 on file in planning office).  She commented it has been a year since the residents approved two renewable energy bylaws.  They felt there was no reason to not bring the articles to Spring Town Meeting.
There was discussion about Bylaw 16 and that it should require a special permit through the Planning Board or if residential possibly through the ZBA.  There was concern by the Board that the Solar Overlay District Bylaw is by right.  
After discussion it was decided that the EMC would speak with Jon Witten regarding the special permit component on ground mounted systems and which group would grant the special permit, Planning or ZBA.    The EMC would also look at other possible changes in the language with Jon Witten and then forward the draft to the Planning Assistant.
