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Commencement –Chairman McArdle called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

ANR Application – Saltbox Properties LLC, Map 19 Lot 83 and Lots 70-75 c/o GAF Engineering
Brian Grady of GAF Engineering explained to the Board that the applicant was not creating any new lots, or new parcels they were just defining the parcel property lines that define the property by using survey work they had done and using other adjacent plans.  He distributed copies of the plan referenced in the deed.  

Board members discussed the ANR questioning exactly what was intended. Chairman Mc Ardle noted that this same process had been done with Cumberland Farms to define their lot lines.

Clerk Hills questioned why there was no entry on the second side of the Form 2A. He also noted that the property was for sale, undoubtedly the reason for this ANR.
Motion made by Member North to approve the ANR Plan, seconded by Clerk Hills.             VOTE: 4-0-0

Old/New Business

Discussion – Medical Marijuana Bylaw

Chairman Mc Ardle explained that they had not yet heard from Jon Witten.  Chairman Mc Ardle asked the Board Assistant to call Attorney Witten again.

Discussion – Master Planning, Discussion – Part Time Planner – Possible RFP (Request for Proposals)
Chairman McArdle referred to the report Developing a Sustainable Community drafted by Member Ferrari and Clerk Hills dated January 14, 2014 (on file in Planning Office).  She referred to the advertisement for the Part – time Planner and noted that it was well written.  

Member North explained that he had talked to the Selectman about the issue of hiring a town planner who would work on the Master Plan and look for grant money.
Clerk Hills commented that the report focused on the short term looking for a part time planner to help with the Master Plan. It would be a big help to have a year round planner but the intent now is a RFP for help this fiscal year. That would get a Planner for a couple days a week, which would cost around $8,000, an amount we do have in the budget. He suggested a review at the end of June to continue the part time planner into part of the next fiscal year.
Clerk Hills explained that he spoke with the Rochester Town Administrator and they hired their Planner for 16 to 19 hours per week. They advertised and got 15 submittals.  
Vice – Chairman Kokkins commented that the Board needs to keep working on the definition of and process of writing the RFP.

Clerk Hills commented that he had showed the advertisement to Paul Dawson and he thought it was adequate.

Motion made by Member North to approve language presented in the report and to present a request for proposal and to advertise for a Part – Time Planner, seconded by Clerk Hills.
VOTE: 4-0-0
Clerk Hills noted that there was also a recommendation to include additional resident members to the subcommittee to help provide town input to the Master Plan process.
Vice – Chairman Kokkins commented that he liked that idea and noted that Rochester had a four-member steering committee for the Master Plan with current Planning Board members, past Planning Members and with 35 contributors who they acknowledged in the report.

Chairman McArdle commented that she had questioned the sentence in the last two paragraphs in Section 3 of the report where the committee would select a group of citizens. Based on other conversations with Jon Witten regarding the 2015 committee, there could be constitutional issues. The Planning Board is duly elected so may not be able to ask other citizens to be on committee without getting approval.  

After discussion Chairman McArdle will e-mail Town counsel about that topic and the possibility of rewording.  She noted she would also talk to Jon Witten about the Medical Marijuana bylaw

Clerk Hills explained that there had been discussion as to if there should be an additional subcommittee. Clerk Hills suggested holding off with this last part of the report and moving forward with the first part of the report to hire a part time planner. 
.
Clerk Hills noted that he would talk to Paul Dawson about the RFP and advertising. 

Discussion – Report on Storm Water Calculations 
Clerk Hills explained the report titled Marion Planning Board Report on Storm Water Calculations dated January 1, 2014 (on file in the Planning Office). He pointed out that there were two things, one is the methodology to use the TR - 20 or TR -55 and other is the data we put into methodology.  
Clerk Hills recommended that the Board not grant waivers from what is in the bylaw.  
After discussion it was decided to have the Board Assistant send the report to Field Engineering to review and provide comments the Board.

Motion made by Clerk Hills to have an engineer review the report, provide comments and a presentation, seconded by Vice-Chairman Kokkins.
