MEMBERS ABSENT:

Mr. Grady called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Mr. Grady moved and seconded by Mr. Cushing to approve the minutes of September 13, 2010. Vote: 6-0-0
Mr. Grady noted that he added Chairman’s Report to the agenda.
Little Neck Village
Mr. Grady asked Ms. Torres for an update on Little Neck Village.  Ms. Torres said they started moving in October 1, 2010.  The old building has not been torn down yet.  Ms. Torres asked if there would be a way to retrieve the items left in the old building.  Mr. Cushing said there would be an auction for the remaining items left.  There will be an auction at some point the date has not been decided yet.  Mr. Grady asked the board to authorize Grace Hatch/MAHT Assistant to go view the new apartments at 330Wareham Road.  Mr. Cushing asked to check with Mr. Dawson to see if he has called Comcast to disconnect the service provided.   
Tenants Lease
Mr. Grady noted that Ms. Burrill sent an e-mail with issue to Mr. Grady that the draft lease the current residents of LNV were to sign was not an annual lease but rather a monthly lease.  She felt that was contrary to the understanding the trust had when negotiating the grandfather clause.  Mr. Dawson contacted Atty. Witten – Town Counsel and Atty. Witten said it should be an annual lease.   Mr. Witten wrote it is my opinion that the residents of Little Neck are protected by the terms and conditions of the Little Neck Village lease addendum.  An accordingly they should make sure that this addendum is executed by the landlord prior to or commensurate with their signing of the lease agreement.  Mr. Blanchette said his understanding was the first year is annual and after the first year it was then a monthly situation.  Mr. Grady said that is true for everyone else not for the 12 original residents.  Ms. Torres said the addendum takes care of that.  Mr. Grady agreed.  Mr. Grady asked me to talk to Mr. Dawson regarding the last paragraph.  Mr. Blanchette asked if this was agreed upon with Peabody Properties.
CPC   
Mr. Grady asked that this be put on the agenda with status and presentation for November.  Mr. Grady asked for copies of the 2009 Community Preservation Act Project for the November meeting. 
Open Space/MAHT Land Acquisition Update
Mr. Blanchette attended a meeting with the Attorney for Habitat, Mr. Dawson & Town Counsel Attorney Witten.  Mr. Blanchette said the general consensus after discussing the possibility of eminent domain at this is probably not a good idea because of the problems it could create.  Mr. Blanchette said we are still waiting for Mr. Perry to get back to us. 
Reduced Sewer Fees 40B

There was some discussion regarding reduction in sewer fees for 40B.  It was suggested by Mr. Grady to table this until the November 8, 2010.   Ms. Torres asked how other towns compromise in the reduction of sewer fees.  Mr. Grady asked the MAHT/Assistant to check with DHCD and NAHRO to find out how other towns compromise regarding the reduction in sewer fees.
Tenants Concerns
There is no status from Peabody Properties regarding the tenant concern.  Ms. Torres noted that part of the lease the trust would periodically review Little Neck Village.  Mr. Grady thought it was on a yearly basis.  At this point Mr. Grady suggested that we wait and give it some time before the trust reviews.
Housing Production Plan
Mr. Grady noted that Ms. Torres caught some things on the Housing Production Plan and the letter to the state that need to be changed.  Also, Ms. Sunnarborg asked if the trust wanted the current members on the Housing Production Plan front page.  Mr. Grady asked for middle initials to be added and noted the current members were fine.  Mr. Grady asked that copies of the executive summary be given to all members at the November meeting.  

Mr. Grady asked for a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Cushing seconded.  VOTE: 6-0-0
